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   The Hatfield–McCoy feud
(1878–1891) involved two
families of the West
Virginia–Kentucky back
country along the Tug Fork,
off the Big Sandy River. The
Hatfields of West Virginia
were led by William Anderson
"Devil Anse" Hatfield while
the McCoys of Kentucky
under the leadership of
Randolph "Ole Ran'l" McCoy.
   Note that in 1890 Mingo
County did not exist. It was
formed by an act of the state
legislature in 1895 from parts
of Logan County. Matewan
and Williamson were not
incorporated at the time of
the feud.
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
